English 

POR: Poetry pie and Egyptian Cinderella 

In English, we will be looking at poetry and different poetic 

features such as alliteration and rhyme. We will then write our 

own poem based on poems from the book poetry pie. After 

our poetry unit we will be looking at the story the Egyptian 

Cinderella and writing our own version using subordinating 

conjunctions, a or an correctly and different sentence types. 

In Reading we will be looking at different poems for the first 

two weeks and using our VIPER skills in order to explore their 

contents. After that we will be looking at the book The 

Hodgeheg written by Dick King-Smith our Author of the term. 
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Maths 

In maths we will be continuing to secure our 

knowledge on place value. We will be looking at 

representing 3-digit numbers, comparing and 

positioning on number lines. We will look at 

measuring mass and capacity. After that we will 

move onto looking at Right angles. 

RE and RHE 

R.E this term will focus on the Mass. We will look in depth at 

the symbols in a Catholic church and the importance of 

them. We will also look at the structure of the Mass and look 

at each part with a focus on The Liturgy of the Word.  

The second part of the term will look at advent and different 

symbols in advent including the advent wreath. We will also 

look at the annunciation of Mary and Joseph and focus on 

what this means for our faith 

In RHE we will explore how we have been individually created 

by God and how we can make a difference in the world. We 

will also look at what is forgiveness and why relationships are 

important.  

 

PE 

This term our PE day will be on Wednesday and children will 

do dance. They will learn to move safely around an area and 

learn to move in time to music.  

Science 

In science this term we will focusing on animals 

including humans. Our main focus will be healthy 

eating, understanding the different food groups and 

what nutrition we get from different foods. We will then 

move on to looking at skeletons, the different types of 

skeletons and the functions of a skeleton.   

 

History 

Our History topic continues this term by looking at the home 

life of the ancient Egyptians. We will look at the roles of 

Egyptian men, women and children. We will explore deeper 

the beliefs of the ancient Egyptians about life after death and 

explore the hierarchy of ancient Egyptian society. We will 

then prepare a written piece answering our termly question, 

who were the ancient Egyptians in order to bring our learning 

together. 

Art 

In Art we will be looking at Egyptian patterns, copying 

patterns and creating patterns. We will look at mono printing, 

colours and colour wheels and different brush types. 

Computing 

In computing this term, we will be looking at simulations and 

how they can be useful in everyday life.  

In the second part of the term we will be using Purple Mash to 

create graphs.
